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School Fees

Accounts for school fees will be posted to parents from
the Catholic Education Office over the next few weeks.
Paying for your children’s education is the most pre-
cious investment you will make in your entire life time.

Those who experience difficulties with payments will
need to make an appointment with me before the end
of this Term. Those who have not made an agreement
or who have not made any attempt to pay fees, their
account will be sent to the Catholic Education Office for
collection from Debt Collectors.

Important Road Safety

Please be aware of how you drive your car around
the school. Safety for children is essential at all
times. Parking in front of the school is not possible
for every parent, so please park your car and take a
walk to pick up your child. | welcome you into the
school each morning and afternoon to pray with the
children. After the afternoon prayer, when your child
is dismissed, take the time to walk back to your car
and talk to your child about their day. If all parents
take some time in the afternoon and morning when
picking up and dropping off children, the children will
be safe and all will be well.

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Hair Policy

A reminder to parents that boy’s haircuts MUST be
sensible, normal cuts short back and sides. RAT’s
tails are NOT permitted. Heads must not be shaved.
Girls must have their hair tied back if it is long with
blue or white hair ties or ribbon. NO colour should be
put in children’s hair at any time. Please note chil-
dren’s hair is NOT to be shaved or have shapes and
designs in it. Children are not to have colour in their
hair.

ipads/Mobile Phones

Children are NOT to bring expensive items to school,
such as ipads and mobile phones. Any child who has
to bring a phone to school must put the phone in the
Office Bag in the morning and can pick it up in the af-
ternoon. They must only use the phones in an emer-
gency. We will not be responsible for the loss of
any expensive items children bring to school.

A reminder to parents that they are NOT to drive
through or park in the car park at any time.

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Student Management

The partnership between school and home that develops through open communication is vital in the de-
velopment of your child. At times, throughout the school year, you may be concerned about your child’s
academic progress or behaviour. If this occurs you should speak with the class teacher as soon as possi-
ble. In most cases the situation can be worked through with the class teacher. If it needs further resolu-
tion, the following process should be followed.

1. Class Teacher

3. Assistant Principal

4. Principal

Parents should always make an appointment to speak to their child’s teacher. In the mornings teachers
are busy preparing for the day and parents should not be entering the buildings to speak to them unless
a previous appointment has been made. Teachers are always on afternoon lines and are available to
speak to you after the children have been dismissed.

Under no circumstances should a parent ever approach, discipline or speak to a child about a problem.
Any parent that does this has broken the Child Protection laws and will not be allowed to enter the
school grounds again.
